State Share and Federal Share expenses (see Definitions,
Section Z). CDSS will reimburse contract agencies up to a total
of 70 percent of the State Share expenditures contributed by the
agency.

Counties or organizations that are receiving USDA-SNAP
administrative funding for CalFresh outreach activities outside of
the CalFresh Outreach Plan are not eligible to apply. (Section
F). USDA funding for the CalFresh Outreach Plan is the same
funding that counties receive from the USDA for regular
CalFresh program administrative costs.

Applicants are required to provide assurances that cash or in-
kind donations from other non-Federal sources have not been
claimed or used as a match or reimbursement under any other
Federal program (Section O.4). Applicants also assure that
program activities do not supplant existing CFO programs, and
where operating in conjunction with existing programs, enhance
and supplement them (Section O.9).

To give a concrete example, say the master
SOW is 6,000 approved applications for the year
(500 per month). Of the annual target of 6,000
the TBD sub is assigned 300 (25 per month if
divided by 12). If the TBD is not filled during
month one (no activities and no invoicing), and
the active subs completed 370 approved
applications in month 1, would the "services
satisfactorily rendered" percentage be calculated
as 370/500 = 74% or 370/475 = 78%.

The CalFresh Outreach RFA is open to all non-profit
organizations, state or public universities, and other
governmental entities located in California that meet the
requirements of the program. Counties or organizations that are
receiving USDA-SNAP administrative funding for CalFresh
outreach activities outside of the CalFresh Outreach Plan are
not eligible to apply, per section F.
