Performance/Outcome:  No substantiated cases of abuse or neglect involving the residential contractor during the service period.  (Measures the effectiveness of providers efforts to care for children in a safe environment.) 
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Domain 2:  STABLE and PERMANENT CONNECTIONS
Performance/Outcome 1: Percentage of total residential spells resulting in sustained and favorable discharges. Favorable is defined as a positive step-down to a less restrictive setting (including reunification)

Each bar shows the relative proportion of positive vs. negative moves for each group home. Overall only 37% of moves were positive. 
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Performance/Outcome 2: The percentage of time a child spends actively in treatment during a residential placement stay. Thought of as “Treatment Opportunity Days”, calculated as the number of active days in care (numerator) divided by the number of active days plus interruption days (denominator). Interruption days occur when a child is AWOL, hospitalized, or in a detention center.
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Domain 3: HEALTH
Performance/Outcome: Health and dental needs are addressed and demonstrate improvement.
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Domain 4:  EDUCATION
Performance/Outcome: Timely School Enrollment 
· In data sampled for 2010, only 10% of enrollment dates were on file. This suggests that enrollment data in CWS/CMS is incomplete. Linkage with data from CDE may be needed.      
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Domain 5:  LIFE SKILLS
Performance/Outcome: Exit Outcomes for Youth Exiting Foster Care. 
· This data can be revised to present outcomes at time of exit from group care.
