The Family Stabilization funds in Mono County will be used as a for rental assistance to reduce some of the barriers that low income families face as they move towards self-sufficiency.  These funds will help offset escalating rents, which leave families at risk of missing rent payments, facing eviction, and necessitating a move. This instability negatively affects a clients ability to work and seek employment. Working wages and county assistance programs are disproportionate to the average costs of housing in Mono County.

	howwill14 pg 1: Because the FS program funds available to our County minimal we do not plan to inform all of our clients of the program.  Clients that would meet program criteria assessed through a screening process will be informed of the program.
	howwillclients15 pg 1: Once a client has been assessed and found to be eligible for the FS program the CWD Case Worker will review the case with the Program Manager and then inform the client of the FS program and ask if they are interested in participation and receiving additional support and services. 
	howwillthecounty16pg 1: Mono County has a relatively small caseload.  Through case management and counseling appointments the CWD case workers will assess clients current housing situation to find out if they may be at risk of homelessness or imminent risk of homelessness.
	howwillthecountynotify1 pg 2: Once the FS families have been offered the additional support and services they will be informed that they would be a participant in the FS program and would receive increased level and intensity of
case management.  A FS activity plan would be implemented with the FS family.
	howoftenwillcountystaff2 pg 2: The CWD Case Worker will contact the FS families on a weekly basis by phone and/or in person to review their FS plan and offer needed supports, services and referrals.  Changes and/or updates will be made to the FS plan.
	howwillFS3 pg 2: CWD will provide prompt referral to appropriate and available community services needed to assist the family in order to be involved concurrently, or transition into, WTW 24-Month Time Clock activities.  Develop a FS Plan in order to assist the family to regain stability and assess weekly progress toward FS plan goals and make the necessary changes to improve the family’s success in meeting these goals.  The CWD will make every effort to engage families who are not making adequate progress which may include home visits.
	whattypeofpartnerships4 pg 2: Mono CWD has established partnerships with Inyo Mono  Advocates for Community Action (IMACA) a Community Action Agency that provides assistance with food, energy assistance programs, low income housing, alternative payment child care, state and federal preschool programs and weatherization.  The CWD also has an established relationship with the County Office of Education and school districts in the county that can offer educational support and services.  We network with the Early Start program and First 5 Home visiting for services with special needs children, child development and parenting classes.  We also work closely with our County Probation Department,  Child Welfare, Health Department and Behavioral Health staff for any needed services and with Wild Iris for any domestic abuse situations.
	whatstrategies5 pg 2: Mono CWD has a good working relationship with all of the aforementioned agencies.  Referrals would be made by phone, email, and fax to the appropriate agencies.  The CWD Case Worker would contact these agencies to set up appointments and act as a liaison for the FS participants. 
	whatstrategiesdoe6 pg 2: As a part of the FS program clients would need to agree to intensified services.  If a FS participant is not currently participating in WTW activities the CWD Case Worker will work with the participant on a one-on-one basis to offer supports that are needed to engage the client towards self-sufficiency and WTW activities.  
	howdoesthefsprogram7 pg 2: Clients often comment that they have concerns about keeping up with their housing cost when they find themselves in need of CalWORKS cash aid.  Rental assistance is a services that is limited or not available in the County or through the WTW supportive services.  When a family receives assistance with housing costs to avoid homelessness this can offer some temporary stress relief and allow them to concentrate their efforts on their WTW activities, finding employment and becoming self-sufficient.
	Pleaseinclude1 pg 3: Mono County anticipates that these FS program funds, though limited, will allow us to assist one to three families.  We anticipate that these funds will be spent by June 30, 2014
