IMPORTANT NOTICE
You now get a Kinship Guardianship Assistance Payment (KinGAP).  A new law gives more money to most KinGAP
recipients.  KinGAP program changes began October 1, 2006.

You will get a clothing allowance for your child from the new KinGAP Program.  The county will let you know about the
clothing allowance in the next few months.

You may also get more money if your child was already getting a specialized care rate as part of his/her foster care 
payment before receiving KinGAP.  If you receive your KinGAP payment from Los Angeles County, the county will let you
know if you can get more money for specialized care.  For all other counties, please call the county that pays your KinGAP
if you think you were getting the specialized care money while in foster care.
