SUBJECT: FISCAL YEAR (FY) 2013-14 CALIFORNIA WORK OPPORTUNITY 

AND RESPONSIBILITY TO KIDS (CALWORKS) EXPANDED 
SUBSIDIZED EMPLOYMENT (ESE) ALLOCATION  

 
 
REFERENCE: ASSEMBLY BILL (AB) 74 (CHAPTER 21, STATUTES OF 2013) 
  
 
This letter notifies counties of the CalWORKs ESE allocation for FY 2013-14 pursuant 
to AB 74.  A total of $39.3 million in federal Temporary Assistance for Needy Families 
funds and General Fund (GF) was made available upon approval of the FY 2013-14 
Budget Act.   
 
As indicated in Welfare and Institutions Code Section 11322.64, funds allocated for ESE 
shall be in addition to, and independent of, the county Single Allocation and shall not be 
used to fund the AB 98 Subsidized Employment Program (AB 98 Program).  However, 
County Welfare Departments may, at their discretion, supplement ESE with Single 
Allocation funds.  In addition to wage and non-wage costs for job placements,  these 
funds may be utilized for operational costs of the ESE program inclusive of the cost of 
overseeing the program, developing work sites and providing training to participants.  
Please refer to ACL 13-81 for additional information.  As required by statute, the 
California Department of Social Services will be consulting with the County Welfare 
Directors Association (CWDA) to determine the proportion of ESE funding that may be 
used for operational costs, which will be addressed in a subsequent CFL.  County 
Welfare Departments that accept funding for ESE for CalWORKs clients may have a 
Base Funding Requirement.  Details on the Base Funding Requirement will also be 
addressed in a subsequent CFL.       
 
In consultation with CWDA, of the $39.3 million in total funding, $38.8 million is 
allocated in Attachment I as follows.

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 Twenty percent of the funds were distributed based on a percent to total of  
FY 2012-13 AB 98 subsidized employment and Single Allocation subsidized 
employment expenditures as reported on the County Expense Claim (CEC).   

 

 Forty percent of the funds were distributed based on a percent to total of each 
county’s average employment services monthly caseload for the most recent  
12 months from June 2012 through May 2013 as reported on the CalWORKs 
Wefare-to-Work (WTW) Monthly Activity Report - All (Other) Families (WTW 25) and 
the  CalWORKs WTW Monthly Activity Report - Two-Parent Families (WTW 25A). 
 

 The remaining forty percent was distributed based on a percent to total of each 
county’s FY 2012-13 combined allocation for CalWORKs Eligibility Administration, 
WTW Employment Services and Stage One Child Care. 

 
Based on CWDA’s statewide survey of counties’ anticipated needs completed in 
September 2013, funding is redistributed from counties that indicated they would not 
spend their full allocation in FY 2013-14 to counties that indicated they will spend more.  
This up-front redistribution of funds will not impact any county’s funding base for  
FY 2014-15.   
 
The remaining $500,000 is distributed to those “small” counties that receive $120,000 or 
less in the initial allocation if the county indicated a need for additional funding for  
FY 2013-14 in the survey.  Any funding from this $500,000 not requested for  
FY 2013-14 by the “small” counties is redistributed to other counties requesting 
additional funds in the survey.  
 
Funding included in the FY 2013-14 budget for family stabilization and the robust 
assessment will be addressed in a separate CFL. 
 
Attachment II exhibits a listing of program codes available for claiming to the ESE.  
Claiming instructions are addressed in CFL 13/14-22.
