
 

You may be eligible for replacement CalFresh Food benefits if you: 
 Get CalFresh, AND 
 Lost food due to the wildfires or power outages, AND  
 Live in one of the following counties: Lake, Mariposa, Monterey, Napa, San 

Mateo, Santa Cruz, Solano, Sonoma, Tuolumne, or Yolo. 
 
You must request replacement CalFresh Food benefits by September 14th or 

September 21st if you live in Mariposa or Tuolumne county.

How do I Request Replacement CalFresh Food Benefits?

You can connect to your local county social services office by calling 
1-877-847-3663 (FOOD) or by visiting CalFreshFood.org and clicking “find your 
county office here.” 
 
Be ready to tell your local office how and when you lost food purchased with your 
CalFresh Food benefits.
